Problem:

Ariella reports CMS is short of 11 + 6 FED-PMCs.

Status at time of Maintenance Plan Jan 2002:

(Nb In 2001 considerable effort was invested in bringing older cards up to module test spec).

54 delivered to CMS (1 at ICL, 1 at Ioannina)

5 with other projects.

2 kept at RAL for tests (1 pre-production)

8 at RAL faulty (2 irreparable, 1 pre-production)

Since then I am aware of 2 cards developing faults. Neither of which have been repaired. (Francois modified, Wim)

What to do

Review all the cards we have here and verify the faults on the Report sheets.

Try to clarify status (and location) of unreported “broken” cards in CMS. Some appear to be just firmware updates. We have in the past fixed the odd returned card with a genuine fault.

Request those that are truly broken to be returned with a description of the symptoms.

Update recently returned PMCs 31 & 32.

Try testing under Linux (better debug tools) with drivers from Laurent. 

Try testing with new PCI Bus analyser (now in repair).

Investigate buy back of LHCb PMCs (at IC).

Contemplate another production run. Requires planning.

Contemplate post-JTAGGing?

Effort

Maintenance Plan. 0.25 SY (JAC) in 2002.
